The January 2020 world premiere delved into the bi-cultural identity of a generation of young
women in the UAE. Weaving Arabic and English language poetry with projected images and
movement, the production of A/ Raheel | Departure was collaboratively developed from a series
of poems written in response to women persisting and developing across childhood, womanhood,
and aging. Co-commissioned by The Arts Center at NYUAD and DCT, this was DCT's very first
commissioned performance. The interdisciplinary production was performed by four UAE national
students from NYUAD and Zayed University and attracted an audience of nearly 450 attendees.
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Since then, the University has established more than 80 faculty labs and projects, and

16 distinctive research centers led by accomplished thought leaders. In the University’s first
decade, researchers, scholars, writers, and artists have produced over 3,500 internationally
recognized academic papers, articles, books, and created and directed more than

250 creative works.

NYUAD’s advanced ecosystem of research programs and faculty contribute to the UAE’s
knowledge economy and garner international recognition.

In just over a decade, NYUAD has made significant discoveries and contributed important
knowledge to our rapidly changing natural environment. From rising sea-levels to the discovery
of new species, researchers at NYUAD are investigating the future of our planet and taking a
multidisciplinary approach to solving some of humanity’s greatest challenges.

UNDERGRADUATE STUDENT RESEARCH

NYUAD embeds research opportunities
throughout the undergraduate program,
helping students gain first-hand experience in
research and creative activities. All students
in their final year complete a demanding,
year-long piece of research or creative work
as a student Capstone Project. Throughout
their time at NYUAD, students engage in a
range of opportunities, including research
assistantship positions; research training and
workshops; attend research conferences; and
student research competitions. NYUAD also
provides opportunities for students from local
universities to take part in research supervised
by NYUAD faculty.

Rising Sea Levels

* A team of researchers from NYU Abu Dhabi’'s Center for Global
Sea Level Change, supported by the Office of Polar Programs
of the USA National Science Foundation, found that unusually

GRADUATE STUDENT AND
POSTDOCTORAL RESEARCH

NYUAD’s graduate student population has
grown from fewer than 10 students in 2014 to
more than 80 students in 2020.

In 2019, NYUAD announced two new, full-time
master’s programs: a Master of Science (MSc)
in Economics and a Master of Fine Arts (MFA)
in Art and Media. The University’s first master’s
offerings, these new programs will enable
students to support related industries across
the region.

NYUAD also manages a Global PhD program
that currently spans 11 fields of study in
science and engineering, contributing to
research at NYUAD and a growing graduate
student ecosystem in the UAE.

Faculty and students at the three campuses have the opportunity
to circulate through this network and research, teach, and study at NYU’s global sites, offering
seamless international mobility.

This network has led to the creation of a truly global university and a transformative shift in
higher education; one in which the intellectual and creative endeavors of academia are shaped
and examined through an international and multicultural perspective.

STUDY ABROAD

Geographically and intellectually, NYUAD is perfectly positioned to broaden conversations
of discovery beyond borders and disciplines, and to create and share cutting-edge scholarship
with the rest of the world.

NYUAD’s unique approach ensures that every student experiences a global education that fosters
greater intercultural understanding toward social responsibility. Students are encouraged to
spend up to two semesters during their four years at the University studying abroad, in order to
experience the rich social diversity of NYU’s global network.

In addition, students are required to take three January term (known as J-Term) courses,

which are held both in Abu Dhabi and sites around the world. All J-Term courses incorporate
experiential and community-based learning, offering students distinctive, immersive learning
experiences. The courses bring renowned scholars and practitioners to Abu Dhabi, while offering
a unique way to connect NYUAD to the rest of the world.

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Students taking American political consultant Frank Luntz’s Electing the President: An Up-close
Look at How American Elections Really Work hit the US presidential campaign trail to hear from
some of the most influential figures in American politics on site at the primaries in lowa and New
Hampshire.

Human Prehistory: A Unified Approach, taught by geneticist, anthropologist, and author Spencer
Wells, starts at the very beginning, with the very earliest evidence of our species in the fossil
record in Africa and Asia. Class work is supplemented by computational analyses of the students’
own DNA, and a field trip to Oman to visit one of the richest Paleolithic archaeological sites in the
Arabian Peninsula.

Social Media and Political Participation examines the effect of social media on political
participation, exploring theories of political behavior and the relationship between social media
and politics. Students work towards a final project involving both quantitative and qualitative
analysis of social media usage by a member of the United States congress. The course includes a
two-day field trip to Washington, DC involving interviews with the social media coordinators for
the Member of Congress the students are analyzing.

Engaging Khaleeji Musical Heritage: An Introduction to Applied Ethnomusicology takes an
interdisciplinary approach to understanding the intersection of applied ethnomusicology and
heritage studies to explore both Khaleeji Arab music, and culture more broadly. Students will
travel to Kuwait to work with the Mayyouf Mejally Folkloric Ensemble Boom Diwan.

Engineers for Social Impact is a curricular program for all first-year engineering students that
focuses on experiential learning and project co-creation in communities around the world.

The program supports and complements the mission of the Engineering Division and the broad
goals of NYU Abu Dhabi through courses that develop globally-relevant, locally-sustainable
designs to meet engineering challenges and enable individuals across global communities to
more effectively realize their aspirations and ambitions.

Engineers for Social Impact is aimed at developing sustainable projects that respond to local
challenges. Students travel to countries such as Sri Lanka, Thailand, India, and Jordan to help
design and build infrastructure that improves quality of life for local populations. Students
engage with the study of ethics in the classrooms and ethnographic fieldwork off-campus and are
encouraged to examine projects broadly, through social, cultural, and economic vantage points.

COMMUNITY-BASED GLOBAL LEARNING

Over 40 courses at NYUAD have community-based learning components that bring theory to
practice through regional academic seminars across the globe. Anchored in the communities
around us, these learning engagements help faculty and students make connections with
individuals, organizations, issues, and events.

NYU Abu Dhabi has cultivated a remarkable community of alumni who are equipped to turn
challenges into solutions, to shape the future by their willingness to look at things differently,
and to place their ambitious visions at the service of their communities and the world at large.
NYUAD'’s nearly 1,700 graduates are employed in leading organizations within the UAE and
internationally, are pursuing further study at top graduate schools, and are innovating through
entrepreneurial and artistic pursuits.

In its first decade, NYUAD has had eight graduating classes. Selected from several thousands

of applicants, each cohort of talented young people came together to forge a unique academic
culture, united by a willingness to engage with difference, and a shared hope for the future. Since
graduating, they have championed causes such as climate change, education for all, and clean
energy. They have investigated global migration at the University of Oxford, supported nation
building in Syria, contributed to the fight against COVID-19, and advocated for the displaced as
lawyers. They continue to push the limits of knowledge about bioinformatics, cancer research,
and peacemaking. They have told stories about life and art and their limits, to new audiences and
in new ways. The choices NYUAD alumni make after graduation are a first step toward a more
peaceful, cooperative, productive world.

* NYUAD graduates are highly successful in the job market. Of all NYUAD graduates,
95% were in employment or further study six months after receiving their degrees

* NYUAD also plays a key role as an international gateway for both Abu Dhabi
and the wider region. According to a survey conducted by Oxford Economics
and NYUAD, 94% of its alumni living abroad have recommended studying at NYUAD,
and 92% have recommended visiting the UAE

« Of those who recommended the University, 59% reported that more than one person they
spoke to enrolled at the University.

UAE LEADERS students are exposed to a rich cultural and rigorous

academic program which enhances their ability to gain admission to and perform well at top-tier

Currently Scholars take either a course taught by former US Ambassador to the UAE Michael
Corbin on the Challenges of the New Political Economy; or a seminar taught by noted journalist,
author, and foreign policy expert James Traub, titled Crises in Context: The Forces that Shape
the Great Events of Our Time. In addition, all Scholars take courses on Leadership Development,
Public Speaking and Public Presentations, and Critical Thinking and Persuasive Writing.

During the program, Scholars visit NYU’s campus in New York City and academic center in
Washington, DC, and engage in numerous cross-cultural, academic, and leadership activities.
Scholars also receive invitations to attend programs, lectures, and conferences sponsored by
NYUAD and other leading cultural and intellectual institutions in the UAE.

THE ARTS CENTER

The Arts Center at NYUAD is home to state-of-the-art facilities where performance, education,
and community come together in a vibrant setting to enrich the cultural life of both the campus
and the city.

As an integral part of the NYUAD student experience, the Arts Center is incorporated into the
syllabus, with core courses built around Arts Center performances and student workshops,
contributing to academic programs and majors.

Since opening in 2015, the Arts Center has staged more than 400 performances attracting
over 93,000 attendees, commissioned 22 new performances, many of which have toured the
globe, and hosted more than 800 community and university engagement events for over
11,000 participants.

THE ART GALLERY

The NYUAD Art Gallery presents curated exhibitions of art and culture across historical
and contemporary topics, with a special emphasis on subjects of both regional and
international significance.

Its curatorial platform, supporting scholarly and experimental installations, artists’ projects, guest
curators, and landmark exhibitions, complements and enhances the region’s fast-growing cultural
ecosystem. The NYUAD Art Gallery and the projects it supports serve the local arts community
as a testing ground for new and innovative curatorial approaches that enrich the dialogue around
exhibition practice in the Gulf.

Since its inception, the Art Gallery has hosted 12 landmark exhibitions at its main space,
presented more than 70 community-based and student exhibitions at its auxiliary venue, the
Project Space, produced five scholarly publications, published 10 youth guides commissioned
from local artists, mounted seven Christo and Jeanne-Claude awards, and organized 110 public
programs, attracting some 70,000 visitors to date.

THE NYUAD INSTITUTE

The Institute is a cornerstone of academic excellence at NYUAD, providing an interface between
the University, its educational community, and the public. Since launching in 2008, the Institute
has supported cutting-edge research programs, connecting the community with UAE and
international experts to engage in discussions of national and global relevance.

Through its annual series of publicly-accessible lectures, conferences and seminars, the NYUAD
Institute enhances scholarly discussions focused on the research fields of NYUAD. It provides

a platform for NYUAD faculty, alongside UAE and international experts, to present and discuss
current and innovative research, offering opportunities for the public to engage with specialists in
a broad variety of research fields.

Since 2008, the NYUAD Institute has presented more than 500 public lectures by eminent

scholars, over 235 conferences and exhibitions of peer-reviewed research, and welcomed more
than 70,000 audience members.

In addition to the investments
students make in the UAE through volunteering and internships, NYUAD’s year-long mentorship
program builds relationships with students and with professionals in the UAE. Started in 2015,
representatives from more than 80 UAE organizations have coached students through industry
nuances, realities of the workplace, and life skills needed to thrive long term.
