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Sustainability and Green Chemistry
Shin Won Kim

Shin Won Kim graduated with a degree in chemistry. After spending a few months working as a consultant in a
healthcare consulting firm, Kim started to consider pursuing a master’s in the Erasmus Mundus programs. She
came across an opportunity at the University of Poitiers to join the first cohort of the Erasmus Mundus program
in Sustainable Catalysis.

Sustainability and health have always been a topic that Kim wanted to focus on. Now,
she is learning more about sustainability and green chemistry. Her course in Sustainable
Catalysis aims at ensuring the use and development of eco-friendly chemical materials,
reactions, and processes through the use of catalysts. After completing the required
seminars for the course, Kim will be applying her knowledge of Sustainable Catalysis in
an internship after which she will continue on with her specialization.

“It feels like T found the perfect balance between chemistry and sustainability with
this program. I knew I wanted to use my chemistry skills to help with society and the
sustainability crisis that we’re facing on the global scale.”

Looking back at her time at NYUAD, Kim credits being a peer facilitator for the First-
Year Dialogue as one of the most meaningful and shaping experiences during her time
at the university. She believes that stepping into the mentorship role really helped her
gain confidence and solidify her sense of belonging at NYUAD. Kim also recognizes her
Capstone Project that she completed in her Senior year, working in the Healy Lab as yet
another shaping experience during her time at NYUAD. “It was so eye-opening to see
what I had learned in the classroom and discovering ways to apply it in more real-life
scenarios that weren’t too abstract.”

She encourages current NYUAD students to be open to new opportunities despite being
faced with rejection time and time again. “By letting go of the fear of rejection, people can really open themselves to places they never
would have experienced. There are lessons to be learnt about yourself in every step of the way.”

“I was immediately able to fit in and integrate myself into a
culturally diverse team. A culture where everybody is represented makes it so much more
welcome.”

Inshuti started as an intern at Goldman Sachs, one month after graduation, and quickly
transitioned into a full-time role as an engineering analyst. He’s responsible for
— developing software solutions that help internal departments be more efficient.

Unsurprisingly, expectations at the global banking giant run high. He is called upon daily

As a young computer scientist, Inshuti says it’s important to be open to myriad
possibilities because computer scientists are needed everywhere, in every sector.

for transportation projects like roads and bridges comes
from fuel taxes. What’s going to replace that when we go
electric? We’ll need infrastructure like charging stations,
connectivity equipment, and increased generation capacity.
There are more expenditures but no revenues. That’s the
problem we’re trying to solve.

NYUAD: One of the UN’s Sustainable Development
Goals is to build resilient infrastructure. How does
your work align with that goal?

Isaiah Mwamba: The most obvious disparity between
developed countries today and developing countries is
investment in infrastructure, transportation being among
them. If a country is going to have sustained economic
growth, they need connectivity, and transportation is at
the core of it all.

NYUAD: What does this work mean to you, personally?

Isaiah Mwamba: For me, it’s about access and equity.
There’s always a cost to building and maintaining
transportation systems, be it socially, economically, or
environmentally. And often, the people who benefit the
least end up paying the most. As we transition to the next
generation, how do we ensure everybody gets a fair share?
Transportation systems should not only cater to those who
can afford electric cars, but also to those that rely on buses
to get around. That’s what I’'m interested in: finding ways
to increase shared prosperity.

Tablets for
Thousands

In her role with the UNICEF Makani Program, Ghena
Haikal (Class of 2020) has helped deliver thousands of
educational tablets to vulnerable children in Jordan,
including Syrian and Palestinian refugees. For most people,
a tablet is just another digital device but to these young
children, it brings hope of a better future.

NYUAD: How are you helping improve access to
education?

Ghena Haikal: Since 1 joined Makani a year ago, we've
distributed more than 10,000 educational tablets to
dozens of vulnerable communities in Jordan, including
many refugee camps. Another 11,500 devices are set to be
delivered this year.

NYUAD: How does it feel to be part of something that’s
changing lives?

Ghena Haikal: A simple tablet with math and Arabic
learning content opens up a whole new world for kids who
want to learn but lack access. The joy I see in their eyes is
amazing. I've always wanted to help my community, even
if it’s just one percent of the change.

NYUAD: One of the UN’s Sustainable Development
Goals is to promote quality education and lifelong
learning. How is your work connected to that goal?

Ghena Haikal: Makani, which means ‘my space’ in Arabic,
helps children in vulnerable communities get equitable
access to learning. For some, the Makani Program is
complementary to their public school education but for
others, especially refugees, it’s all they have.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD help develop your skills and
interest?

Ghena Haikal: 1 conduct focus groups with refugee
children and their parents to understand the issues

they’re facing and evaluate the effectiveness of the
program. I developed my research skills at NYUAD: almost
every course had a research paper, surveys, and group
interviews.

NYUAD also taught me how to be part of an international
community. In my field visits we work with Jordanians,
Syrians, Pakistanis, and local tribes, so you have to be
understanding of different cultures. As NYUAD students,
when we apply all we learned to the real world, you can
see how much change is possible.

Through Caring

For psychology alumna Annie Bauer (Class of 2018), the best
part about pursuing a career in humanitarianism is working
with people who care about the same issues you do, as much
as you do.

NYUAD: What experience have you gained since
graduating?

Annie Bauer: After NYUAD, I got my master’s in conflict
studies at the London School of Economics then took an
internship at the UN headquarters in New York with the
permanent mission of Guatemala. I also did some field
work with an NGO in Ethiopia. These experiences led me
to a one-year position at the National Democratic Institute
(NDI). I'm currently searching for my next career
opportunity.

NYUAD: What’s the best part about working in your
field?

Annie Bauer: 1t’s the people you get to work with. Even
though we’re often far apart, we care about the same
things, about helping vulnerable populations. It makes me
feel connected.

NYUAD: One of the UN’s Sustainable Development
Goals is to promote peace, justice, and strong
institutions. How does your work align with that goal?

Annie Bauer: While at NDI I helped with democratic
development support programs for southern and east
African countries. One project I worked on was designed
to bolster civic participation in Zimbabwe. Another helped
connect NGOs in Tanzania so that people with disabilities
can gain access to voting stations on election days.

NYUAD: How did NYUAD help develop your skills and
interest?

Annie Bauer: NYUAD’s multidisciplinary approach, the
minor in peace studies specifically, helped clarify what I
wanted to do and the things I care about. I took classes in
economics, psychology, and anthropology, which helped
me see different perspectives on similar topics.

NYUAD: What advice do you have for other students?

Annie Bauer: There are many ways you can get into
international development and diplomacy. I was motivated
by academia but somebody else can use their volunteer
experience to get a position right out of school or work for
a small community-based organization. Everyone’s journey
is going to be different.

Access Uninterrupted

Not every high school student in the world has the luxury
of accessing higher education or has help applying for
opportunities, especially refugees whose education is often
interrupted. Luckily, there are people like Rita Akroush
(Class of 2017) working to bridge the gap.

NYUAD: What is your role in the education sector?

Rita Akroush: 1T work as a program officer at a UK-based
charity called Mosaik Education. We help refugee youth in
Lebanon and Jordan access higher education.

L

NYUAD: What specific barriers do your students face?

Rita Akroush: Applying to higher education is often a big
challenge for the youth we work with, for various reasons.
Sometimes their studies are interrupted in their home
country, or they are unable to find suitable opportunities,
or they don’t have these essential skills to apply.

NYUAD: One of the UN’s Sustainable Development
Goals is to promote quality education and lifetime
learning. How does your work line up with that?

Rita Akroush: Around the world, only 5 percent of
refugees can access higher education. The UNHCR is
trying to change that and we’re helping by working with
refugee students to identify suitable colleges and majors,
help them find potential scholarships, and ultimately
complete a high-quality application.

NYUAD: What does success look like to you?

Rita Akroush: A lot of our students successfully apply
and some are accepted. I have been a mentor in more than
one cohort so I attend sessions and make sure we have

a connection, offering one-on-one support. It’s always
great to hear when a student accesses an educational
opportunity.

Rita’s second passion is performance art. She co-founded

a theater company and finished a master’s in dramaturgy
and writing for performance at Goldsmiths, University of
London.

I get to talk to people and write; my extroverted self is extremely exhausted 
	but fulfilled at the end of the day,” Ghimire added.

	“If you were to look at my transcript, you would question the purpose of these courses,” 
	she said as she reflected on her multidisciplinary courses. However, she believes that 
	her seemingly unrelated experiences make sense in the big picture. For example, the 
	acting classes she took taught her about emotional and mental well-being and she draws 
	upon this experience when thinking about education policy. Feldmarova advises current 
	students to take a range of classes and apply for opportunities they think they will enjoy. “Explore everything you even have a slight 
	interest in. Trust in yourself to be able to bring all your experiences during NYUAD together when the time comes to present yourself in 
	the future. It will all make sense, and stressing too much on focusing on one thing will make you miss out on the amazing opportunities 
	this University has to offer.”
